3. Fut on tha cover, in the direotion as showed in the figure heiow, to cover the machinsg; tix tha
sheit to the base board using its original screws. (Fig. 5}

4. tn case of concealed instatfation, knock out the pra-cut cover ot wire intet an the bhase,
ramove the original powar card, thread the wirg through the hole and cannect it to
corresponding terminais.
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Application:

1. After instatlation is completed, connect the device to power and it witl be stand-by.

2. When you hands reaches within 10cm to the nozzle, the hand dryer will automatically sense it
and start to blow warm air. Follow the instructions as showed in Figures 6, ¥, and 8 till your
hands ara dry. It witl stop oparation after 1 second aftar you hands mova away. If the hand
dryar cantinuegs to oparate for 1 minute, the air flow will stop, it may be restartad whan the
sensing process is activated again.

3. tn order to be operational in various working environments, the infrared transmitter has baan
set to the highest degree of sensitivity. in the svent of protonged operation or no working,
please maka adjustment in accordance with Fig. 9.

4_ Thars s an buit-in haating elemant switch; if you want ta shift batweaen cold and warm air, take
off the sheil (Fig. 2), and operate the switch (a5 showed in Fig. 2) to make the shift (the default
setting is warm air).
